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SUPERIOR GENERAL’S MESSAGE

Christmas is all about God becoming human as revealed “the
Word became flesh and dwelt among us” (Jh1/14)!

Incarnation – the mystery of mysteries - is the mystery of Christian
life and faith. A God who becomes flesh is the one who is made
felt to everyone. Incarnation of God would thus mean that he
becomes touchable. God is becoming one like us in his
compassionate being for the other. This is the Christian thinking
through God, not an abstract God, or transcendent God but a
God who is transcendence through the body. It is not thinking of
God in an abstract way in categories or intentional. God is
accessible beyond the self-interest. What we grasp, the
intentional, becomes the tangible. Embodiment of God is the
way of being-with-beings. God moves towards the other despite
self-interest. This could be the meaning of “being born in the
likeness of men” (Phil 2/5-11). It is the self-inflicted humiliation
on the part of the Supreme Being, of descent of the Creator to
the level of the creature. The compassionate touchability of God
is thus the nature of God as love for his creatures. It is through
the body that God becomes transcendent. So, to say, Christianity
is the mystery of revelation of God’s love to his creation in
incarnation that the Jewish minds could ever hold it. The
unfathomable love of God is the compelling character of God to
be one like us amidst us. God is moved despite of himself towards
the other. The being of God that moves beyond itself to the
human.

Incarnation of God is not a particular idea of Christians by their
accidental intuition, rather it is something really essential to think
of God. God’s being is moved from within without self-interest.
The dis-interested-ness of God is the kenosis of God becoming
human. The kenotic being of God is the love of God itself (Jh 1/
18), and it is the radical passivity in the Being of God, for God
cannot be otherwise. Nonetheless to say that the radical passivity
of God is the activity of God itself. God’s action to the world is
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the way of His Being. There is nothing as to be chosen by God
but it simply flows from the Being of God. The true essence of
God must be the one that proceeds from God’s Being, and it
does not reserve for itself as self-involution, as a being that
bites upon its tale, or as turned upon itself; on the other hand, it
proceeds to the other. Incarnation of God is the manifestation of
this mystery to the humans and it is the Christian mystery of
Christmas.  God remains God in incarnating. God cannot but
incarnate. God cloths with flesh, embodies in a vulnerable
exposure. Being in flesh as incarnate is far more different than
having a material body; given this, it would imply, one can touch,
feel joy or sorrow, hunger or thirst, and undergo each of these
pain and penury as one’s own.

In being affected by the other and for the other God touches the
real human being and the real Divine being. This makes sense
of God incarnate as the human that is the mystery of Christianity.
Incarnation is not just a mystery but the sensibility of God as
loving, caring, and providing. Hence, Christmas is not a romantic
idea but essential for our thinking of God. Angels cannot
understand what does it mean to take body and incarnate. A
story about protesting angels has the sense of it1 God takes

1A story about protesting angels according to an ancient Talmudic
apologue the angels in heaven one day found out that God in His
unfathomable wisdom wanted to entrust the Torah or the Law to humans.
Not only were the angels surprised, they were also perturbed. They
did not understand why God ignored them and turned to beings of a
lower status. Thus, they organised a protest march to prevent the
Torah from leaving heaven. With the archangels leading them they
set forth to meet the Lord, who had already seen them approaching
from afar. And since at that moment He was not yet omniscient, He
wondered what was going on (only one who is not omniscient is curious
about what the other has to say). When the angels arrived, they
questioned the Lord. In their opinion, He had to justify Himself for His
choice, which to them seemed more foolish than wise. And the Lord
seemed prepared to tell them why He wanted to give the Torah to
humans, on condition, however, that the angels first answered His
counter question: ‘Do you work by the sweat of your brow for your
daily bread? ’ The angels looked at each other for they actually did
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body for the lower human beings, which the angels (who as
spiritual beings stand closer to God and are thus loftier) and
humans (who as earthly beings stand lower on the ladder of
being) is reversed radically.

The human person is a being that can suffer. Precisely because
one has a body, or stronger still, because one is a body. But by
means of one’s sensibility the human person is also touchable
by and sensitive to the suffering of the other. Thanks to their
‘vulnerable body’ humans are bonded with each other, are
attuned towards each other, are responsible for each other, and
are meant to care for each other. Thanks to their so-called ‘low-
life’ nature and their bodily condition, humans stand above the
angels. This is truly a paradoxical situation: the lower opens up
the perspective towards the higher, the humble to the sublime!
Thanks to the ‘sensibility’ of our body we are vulnerable by and
for the other so that we as inspired or animated – literally

not understand what the Lord was asking about. To save face, they
decided not to answer. Then likewise did the Lord not answer their
question and He withdrew back into hiddenness. After a time, however,
God was overcome with sadness for He did want to shed light on His
decision. Thus, He posed a second question to the angels: ‘Do you
buy and sell?’ The angels were shocked for they had heard of
machinations, corruption and abuse of power that arise because of
money – dirty money! – amongst people. But because they only knew
about this from hearsay, they did not dare answer. And again, God
withheld His answer. He again withdrew until it became too much for
Him again, for He does not shield His wisdom in fear and jealousy
from His creatures. Since all good things exist in threes, He decided
to give the angels a third chance. His new question then went: ‘Do
you bear children?’ The angels were even more scandalised by this
question than by the former. The stories of humans and sex – and
everything in between – had even reached up to heaven. But the
angels kept those stories at bay as much as possible for they did not
want to be infected by human desires, so much so that they again
withheld their answer. And God withdrew Himself definitively, without
answering the question of why He had chosen to entrust the Law of
Life to earth.
Here ends our retelling of the story. The question is still left unanswered,
however, like a pebble in the shoe.
.
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‘ensouled’ – beings are ‘created’ or ‘conditioned’ to take upon
ourselves the being and the fate of the other. In this sense,
incarnation is not only a religious category, but also an
anthropological category of our human condition that unsettles
many of our settled ways of being human resonating in strange
ways of being human in what is gloriously common in us.

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SEMINARY FORMATION  FOR MINISTRY
IN THE CONTEMPORARY WORLD

It is true that the behaviour and performance of priests in general
is an index of the kind of seminary training they receive. The
present model of our seminary formation, in our congregation, is
informally assessed on the basis of the products of the system.
The biblical adage holds good here: “By their fruits you shall
know them” (Matthew 12: 33). As I try to engage this topic,
“Seminary formation for ministry in the contemporary world: I
grapple with the question: What do the formators hope to achieve?
Why is it important to examine and discuss such an issue  at this
particular time?”

There are some key words for special consideration and these
are: formation, candidate and seminary staff. Each of these words
carries a world of meaning. I focus more on the meaning of
formation.

In the particular context, our concern is with seminary formation,
which presupposes the sum total of all the processes that go
into the making of future priests. It goes without saying that these
learning processes occur within and outside the confines of the
seminary walls. They include formal and informal teaching and
learning situations, through and sometimes without the
instrumentality of the seminary staff.  Next in importance is the
candidate, the principal beneficiary of the formation process.
Then, we have the seminary staff, who have been called as
seminary formators and they are facilitators of the formation
process.
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The Second Vatican Council’s decree on the Training of Priests
‘Optatam Totius’, begins with the words: “The Council is fully
aware that the desired renewal of the whole Church depends in
great part upon the priestly ministry animated by the spirit of
Christ…”. The Council of Trent describes, the future ministers
of the Church should be “rightly brought up, educated in religion,
and trained in ecclesiastical studies and religious practices.” If
so, priestly formation is given a prime place in our congregation.
Observations make us to ask some questions regarding the
efficacy of our seminary formation and to seek remedial
measures.

It seems that seminary formation that prevails  in our congregation
is antiquated and out of touch with reality. At every stage of our
formation, the seminarians should be in touch with the social,
cultural, and religious realities. A field oriented training should
be given. Example is Nepal Mission work, Attappady tribal area
visit etc.

And it is reasonable to expect that education will spread and
improve in the coming years. Therefore, a new paradigm should
emerge in priestly training. A paradigm that is worth considering
for training of future ministers is that of spiritual leadership. The
spiritual leaders are not people who have learned facts and
mastered techniques but who can experience the reality of being
freed by the Gospel, who can personally glimpse meaning in
the midst of a fractured world and who can communicate this
meaning to others.

The goals of seminary formation  should be provided with specific
skills, must possess good managerial skills, conflict resolution
skills and skills in interpersonal relationships. These skills further
include integrated studies in different subjects, with  performance
based disciplines as teaching, preaching, counselling, manual
work etc.
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The growth and succession of any congregation is based on
how it contributes a  great priest to a needy society. Due
importance is to be given to spiritual, mental, emotional and
physical aspects of the seminarian.

From the very beginning of our Little Flower Congregation, we
have succeeded to contribute great priests who work
wholeheartedly and are approved and loved by the community.
On this occasion, let’s remember our founder Very Rev.Fr.
Basilius who worked with a fierce intention of the development
of our congregation. He himself was an exemplary model to all
seminarians and priests, a life based on  hard work, punctuality,
respect for others and good behaviour. He was praised for his
these qualities.

A noticeable change that occurred during 1980s, spirituality has
changed and divorced from hard work and sincerity. People need
a priest who is approachable and is down to earth in his
behaviour. But  this scenario presents a different picture. We
should over see how a seminarian behaves when he is assigned
to other houses after his formation course. Now the question is,
do they lack hard work and respectable behaviour in their
ministry? We need to take concrete and practical steps to form
priests who are good human beings because only such persons
can provide spiritual leadership. It would be better to consider
the following points.

We should change our vocation promotion procedure. Don’t give
importance to numbers but consider their family background.
The limitations are evident as the increasing number of
seminarians who leaves the congregation after the course.
Further, on their formation courses they should be given an
interacting session with senior priests to know the real life of
CST spirituality.
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If spiritual leadership is the matrix for priestly formation today,
the entire formation programme of a seminary must be geared to
the education of a student for professional ministry as a spiritual
leader.

One cannot be a good and effective priest, if one is not a good
human being. The priestly ministry will not be effective if the
priest does not command respect as a person of honesty, integrity,
justice and fairness.

The family and family upbringing play a crucial role in the growth
of a person. The family background of our seminarians may help
us to understand the crisis  of values in seminaries. For the sake
of numbers, we continue to recruit young men without proper
screening and expect the seminary to work the miracle of
transforming them all into good priests.

Help the seminarians to make a passionate commitment to
personal growth. Aware the impact of the family and help him to
strive for a balanced growth of the whole person. Academic
excellence without corresponding human and emotional maturity
is useless. Human formation should be given adequate
importance in the seminary.

Take intellectual formation seriously. Cultivate a spirituality that
humanizes. We have plenty of piety, but not enough spirituality
that liberates and humanizes. Spirituality is a combination of
praying and living.

Formators should be trained properly before the appointment.
The administers  should take keen interest to give formators
orientation programme at least for one year prior to their
appointment.

The formators should consider the importance of manual work.
In the beginning of our congregation it was seen in the formation
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houses where the students carry out most of the works. The
works vary from household to garden work, from social to
charitable works. In many places the fact that the formators and
the other staff working along with the students, is really a boosting
for the young students. In our formation houses, minor seminary
to major seminary the students should get chance to learn and
earn on their own. The cost of living is rising higher and the cost
of vegetables and grains too in this pandemic time. Work thus
responds not only to an economic and social need, but also to
an evangelical demand. Very Rev.Fr. Basilius our founder had
focused his life on the spirituality of work and that was
communicated to the students. May we follow his example!

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PAPUA NEW GUINEA EXPERIENCE

Catholic Diocese of Goroka

I am Fr. Bibin Chakkumkulath CST. I belong to St. Thomas
Province, Kozhikode. I was ordained on 02nd January 2019 at
Lourdes Matha Church Kanchiyar, Idukki. After my ordination I
was asked by my Provincial Superior Rev. Fr. Joby John
Edamuriyil CST to go to Papua New Guinea to do the mission
service here. I landed in Papua New Guinea on 5th September
2019 along with prior Superior General Very Rev. Fr. Francis
Kilivallickal CST, Provincial Superior Rev. Fr. Joby John
Edamuriyil CST and Fr. Shaibin Puthuppallil CST.

Where is Papua New Guinea

Papua New Guinea is a country in Oceania that
comprises the eastern half of the island of New Guinea and its
offshore islands in Melanesia (a region of the southwestern
Pacific Ocean north of Australia). Its capital, located along its
south-eastern coast, is Port Moresby. It is the world’s third largest
island country. The main languages of this country are Tok Pisin,
Hiri Motu and English. But there are 851 known languages in
the country, of which 11 now have no known speakers. There
are 22 provinces in this country. Motto of this country is Unity in
Diversity. National Anthem of this Country is “O arise, All You
Sons”. This country got freedom from Australia on 16th

September, 1975.

Province (State) of Goroka

The province Goroka is located in an east-central Papua
New Guinea, at south western Pacific Ocean. The climate of
this province is same like the climate of Idukki and Wayanad.
The attitude and character people here so appreciable. They
do respect missionary priests and admire their services. Majority
of the people of this province are farmers. Their main cultivation
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is vegetables and some are having coffee plantation too. Some
people look after fish and sell it for their livelihood.

The tradition of the catholic belief of this province is
around 125 years only. There are more than 20 denominations
in this province. The catholic populations of this province are
minority who are migrants from other provinces for jobs or other
businesses.

Diocese of Goroka

 The diocese in which I am doing my mission service is
Diocese of Goroka. It is one of the smallest dioceses in this
country among 19 dioceses. The total size of this diocese is
almost 250 km only. In this diocese there are 9 parishes as well
as more than 20 out stations too. There are 11 priests in this
diocese.  5 priests are from Poland who belong to MSF
Congregation, 2 priests are from Indonesia who belong to SVD
Congregation, 2 national priests and two of us. At present we
don’t have any bishop. We expect and pray for a new bishop in
our diocese in 2022.

When I came here in this diocese, 3 months I used to
learn the language, TOK PISIN along with Fr. Chris Zokul, priest
from Poland and Fr. Paul Liwun, from Indonesia. On 1st

December 2019 I was appointed as Assistant Parish Priest of
Fr. Shaibin Puthuppallil CST at St. Rita Parish, Kainantu. After
6 months I was transferred to St. Joseph Church, Pundibasa on
28th June 2020 as Parish Priest.

CST Mission in Papua New Guinea

The pioneer missionary of Papua New Guinea is Fr.
Celestine Chakkalakkunnel CST who is vibrant and enthusiastic
in his 80s now. After him many priests took initiative from both
St. Joseph Province and St. Thomas province to come over
here and to do the mission work as the will of our Heavenly
Patron Little Flower that to proclaim the good news in all the
continents of this earth. The priests from St. Joseph province
do their mission work in Mendi diocese as parish priests.
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Fr. Celestine Chakkalakkunnel CST is in Koroba, Fr. Joice Paikal
CST is in Hedmari, Fr. Jijomon Thottungathara CST is in
Magarima and Fr. George Kurinjikkattu CST is in Nipa. But Fr.
Mathew Panachippuram CST who belongs to St. Thomas
Province does his mission work in Sogeri, which belongs to the
Arch-Diocese of Port Moresby. Fr. Shaibin Puthuppallil CST and
I do our mission work in Diocese of Goroka as parish priests.

My Experiense as Parish Priest

After being ordained it is my first experience to be the
parish priest. But where there are good people, it gives joy in
the heart to do the service meaningfully. My parish is in a village
almost 15 km away from the highway. Here catholic people are
minority. There are many denominations in my own village itself
like Baptist, Lutheran, Promised land, 7th day Adventist etc.
Sunday almost 60 people come for the Holy Mass. There is a
catholic mission school where almost 450 children have their
education here. As well as there is a small dispensary too under
the care of parish. I have an outstation which is near by the
highway. Its name is St. Peter and Paul Church, Yonki. In this
outstation around 30 people come for Sunday Holy Mass. The
approach of people is very good and highly appreciated. They
love to come to church for the Holy Mass. My parishioners are
village people whereas the believers in the out stations work in
different realms.

05th of September, 2021 I completed my 2 years in Papua
New Guinea. I am happy and satisfied very much in my priestly
life. There are many things to be learned from this people
especially regarding culture and the way of living. And many
good things can be contributed for them too. This mission life
teaches me to have satisfaction with what I have in my life. By
being in a small diocese I get more chances to work for diocese
and for people in different fields of Diocese. Above all I summarize
my mission life here in three words; Happiness, Peacef ulness
and Satisfaction.
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Analysis of Papal Documents on Media and
Communications for Evangelization

Introduction

We understand that communication is sending a message by
some one to somebody else through a medium, expecting
feedback. The Church understands evangelisation as
communication in this same way today.  “We give thanks to God
for the presence of these powerful media which, if used by
believers with the genius of faith and in docility to the light of the
Holy Spirit, can facilitate the communication of the Gospel and
render the bonds of communion among ecclesial communities
more effective”(RD 6).1 God has started this communication,
and it continues even today. The message remains the same,
though the medium has changed.

Some papal documents have helped the Catholic Church a lot
for developing an interest in media as a communication tool for
proclamation of the Word of God throughout its history. Some of
them are relevant and remarkable in a highly innovative
contemporary World.

With the Second Vatican Council’s “Inter Mirifica” (Decree on
the Mass Media), which is promulgated by Pope Paul VI in 1963,
the Church has stepped into the media communications
technologies. Later, documents like, “Communio et Progressio”
(1971), “Aetatis Novae” (1992), “Church and Internet” (2002),
“Caritas in Veritate” (2009), “Christus Vivit” (2019) and “The
Rapid Development” (2005), as well as differently focused
documents, including “Evangelii Nuntiandi” (1975) and
“Redemptoris Missio” (1990), “Ethics in Social Communication”
(2000) were also introduced by the popes.

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The Church documents, which are related to the topic
‘communications’ point out the different views of the popes on
media communication, along with the concern of evangelisation,
which is the vital mission of the Church.

Observations and findings

The Papal documents successfully managed to address the topic
about media and its communication developments as never
before considered by the Vatican in the long history of the
Church.

It should note that the Roman Catholic Church has published
many documents about mass communications. But in the realm
of the technical and mathematical understanding of the media,
the Catholic Church is far away. In many documents, we see
the pope’s addressing the institutions and media press for the
ethics in communications and to use media as a communication
tool for spreading the Gospel.  But as long as the Church
continues to consider the media as tools, it will always feel
threatened or betrayed.

It is the real-time for the Catholic Church to pursue a new attempt
to deepen its grip on the social means of communication with
the current findings of the communication science. Through this,
the church will achieve the involvement of the youngsters in
media. Such a reflection would provide a solid basis for a
successful catholic public relation.

The Church has been criticised as being too old-fashioned and
tradition oriented. But the Vatican has now learned to deal with
modern media. Pope John Paul II, with the help of television,
was inspired by the people and strengthened the image of the
modern church, even though he has not changed anything
drastically. Pope Francis goes even further and appears on social
media through Facebook and Twitter.

In short, the papal documents and World Communications Day
messages have produced a valuable principle for using today’s
media by Popes Paul VI, John Paul II, Benedict XVI, and Francis.
Each pontiff repeated the themes and ideas of ecclesial
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perspectives on media and communication, adding their
explanations and focuses on the topic. While on some years,
the pope has chosen to discuss media in general, in other years
they have focused on the younger generation or a theological
idea. But the ethical aspects were mentioned in most of the
documents.

This Research aims to convince the maximum usage of media
for a spiritual purpose, as popes mention in their documents.
Especially, it will be a great help for the people who live in a
foreign land. If the people live not knowing the language of the
land and if there is unavailability of priests and churches for
personal confession, there the media will be means for their
spiritual life. If the only possibility for their spiritual nourishment
is the internet, then, a means for confession needs to define.  In
the current scenario, where the popes are emphasizing through
their documents for the use of communication media for the
common good and spreading the Christian values, a different
method for making confessions becomes relevant.

There is telecasting Holy mass through modern media today,
but there are no official communication means for the sacrament
of confession. However, some unofficial websites are available
on the internet like littleiapps.com, goodconfession.com,
confession4u.com etc. Some Catholic dioceses have also
published their confession apps, but the application does not
replace the confession in person before a priest. For example,
littleiapps.com is intended to help Catholics helps to determine
what sins they may have committed, as well as giving guidelines
for the appropriate prayers in the sacrament.  But there is so far
no official declaration from the Catholic Church for the sacrament
of confession.

The available websites for personal and anonymous confession
have their formats and tools. Some of them allow users to post
comments on “sins,” and they can share them on Facebook,
Twitter, or send “to a friend.” In others, the participants can
confess anonymously.  Some of these websites gain attention
as pornography websites, because of the sexual comments under
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the post. Other some are ridiculing the sacrament of confession.
Even if someone confessed anonymously through the website,
there are still privacy concerns primarily due to hacking.

Apart from critics, the Catholic Church has her explanations
against online confession. The Catholic Church says that to
receive a valid confession and subsequent blessing, the person
must be present physically. The Code of Canon Law (Codex
Iuris Canonici [CIC]), says the following arguments for that:
“Individual and integral confession and absolution constitute the
only ordinary means by which a member of the faithful conscious
of grave sin is reconciled with God and the Church. Only physical
or moral impossibility excuses from confessions of this type; in
such a case reconciliation can be obtained by other means”(CIC
960).2

Regarding the place of confession Can. 964 §1 demand: “The
proper place to hear sacramental confessions is a church or
oratory. Confessions are not to be heard outside of a
confessional without a just cause” (CIC 964 §1 &§3).3 According
to Canon 960 and 964, one must go to confession unless he/
she is prevented from doing so physically or morally.  The canon
law does not define other means of confession apart from general
absolution. General absolution is allowed for penitents for an
extended amount of time when person to person confession is
not possible (Can. 962 §1).4

As another possibility for confession, the Canon provides that,
“The Christian faithful have the right to receive assistance from
the sacred pastors out of the spiritual goods of the Church,
especially the word of God and the sacraments” (Can. 213).5 If

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the confession is “physically or morally impossible” to you, you
have the right to receive the sacraments commending a “just
cause” (Can. 964 §3), then, a priest can come to you and hear
your confession outside of the fixed confessional place. If you
are unable to attend the scheduled times for confession, you
may lawfully and by right arrange a separate time to go to a
priest. Unless circumstances make it impossible, your confession
is still to be heard in a confessional.

Concussion and suggestions for findings.

One of the main arguments of the church against the execution
of Online Sacrament is the insecurity of secrecy of sins in
confession. Church thinks that it can be leaked out through the
technical hacking and cyberattack. But the following suggestions
would be helpful for the online sacrament;

1. The Priest, those who are hearing confession, should
be trained technically on techniques on media and cyber.
So that they can easily find out the technical failures
and loops in cyber.

2. Assign trained priest for Online confession.

3. The Church should create her app for “Online
confession”.

4. Use of High internet security.

5. The confessors should avoid confessing “Mortal Sins” if
they are making an “Online confession”.

6. Those who want to go for online confession, they have
to be registered with their documents, proving that they
are eligible for confession. Before registration, they have
to be proved that they are living in a remote area of
another land, where there is no possibility of person to
person confession.

7. Instead of saying the name of the confessor, use the
code number or password, which they get at the time of
registration.

8. Instead of saying the name of sins, use code number of
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the sins, which were prepared and must be given already
to the confessor.

9. The confessor should be convinced that nobody is
nearby to hear what he talks or chats with the priest.  It
is his responsibility to keep others away when he
confesses.

These suggestions are mandatory for online confession even
though the modern techniques of the world will bring with new
findings to hack the seal of confession. So, the confessor should
be aware that he is the responsible person for his online
confession. The Church has to provide the possibilities for faithful
to nourish their spiritual life.

The Church document says: “Though it is true that sometimes it
is lawful to tolerate a lesser moral evil in order to avoid a greater
evil or in order to promote a greater good”.6 So, the principle of
lesser evil can be used in some matters, in which spiritual
nourishment takes place. For example, if “Online confession”
helps one’s spiritual nourishment, when he is in a foreign land
without knowing the language of that country, there can be
applied to the “Online Confession” as a lesser evil Principle. In
some countries, there will not be a possibility of personal
confession, even Church.

 Modern technology offers faithful people many opportunities
for their spiritual life, like services, devotions, impulses, sermons
etc. The Church can rethink about receiving mediated
sacraments and pope can publish a new document on this topic,
with valid restrictions. Because, the sayings of Pope Francis
from the 50th world communication day message could be fulfilled
that the communication media is a gift from God, and it can be
used for good.7

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Conclusion

Through this study, the perspectives of the four popes about
the modern digital world and to what extent the church can use
the media and communication for evangelisation were found
out. The findings show that popes share almost the same pattern
regarding media and communication for Evangelisation. But few
viewpoints on ethics and family life regarding the use of media
were highlighted in some documents. The results also examine
to what extent the Church allows the use of communication media
for receiving the sacrament. This study then concludes with a
suggestion for “exceptional online confession” with restrictions,
which currently, the Catholic Church does not allow. Therefore,
“Online Confession” becomes the most relevant and
controversial topic in modern digital World.

The reason
behind this is that Priesthood is not solely for one alone it belongs
to others also. I would say after Christ Mother Mary is the great
priest because she totally committed herself to God and to His
will.

I’ve taken the words of Mother Mary as my motto for ordination
to the priesthood, “The Mighty One has done great things for
me” (Lk. 1:49). This is because of what I told above. I would
like to be as committed to my vocation to the priesthood as Mother
Mary was to her vocation. So I always pray to her, intercede her
to keep me safe in Her Blue Mantle thus I may also be faithful to
My Lord who has chosen me to do the will of God. And I do pray
to her daily that, “Mamma Mary keep me safe in your Blue Mantle
today and strengthen me to remain faithful to the “YES” I’ve said
to the Lord. Amen.”

So dear let Priesthood be not a job, possession or any achievement
but it be a life to be lived. This is not an easy life also. It demands
from us a lot of prayer, sacrifice, and commitment. If we are
with Mother Mary then she will take care of us in our Priestly
Life. I conclude with the words of Newman, “Why Jesus is
unknown to others is because His Mother is unknown to others.”
